NOTICE FOR THE MARCH Tb JUNE 2026 SEMESTER-
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The March to June 2026 Semester is scheduled to commence on Monday 23 March
2026. Kindly find attached, the 2026 Academic Calendar to guide planning and also
ensure strict observance of critical dates.

1. Orientation

Face to Face orientation at all satellite campuses and Online Orientation for students
outside Zimbabwe is scheduled for 19 - 20 March 2026. It is mandatory to attend
orientation. Attendance helps you to navigate the University environment. The tone of
the university experience is set at orientation as you are afforded the opportunity to
meet and connect with peers and also be assisted to understand what is expected of
you academically and administratively as you journey from admission to graduation.

2. Fees Payment and Registration

You can proceed to register if you have already paid the requisite fees. You are
expected to pay 60% of the total fees to register. Normal registration shall run from
now up to 2 April 2026. Late registration shall run from 3 - 30 April 2026. Late
registration penalties as determined by the university from time to time shall apply in
the late registration zone. Fees balances should be cleared by

30 APRIL 2026.

BEYOND 30 APRIL 2026, NO REGISTRATION REQUESTS SHALL BE ENTERTAINED.

3. Class Attendance

Registered students ONLY shall be allowed to attend classes. This means that you
should be registered before the commencement of the semester on 23 March 2026.
Failure to attend classes two weeks into the semester will result in automatic
deferment into the next intake, the August 2026

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4. Examinations

To be eligible to take examinations, all students should be registered. Examinations
are scheduled to run from 6 - 10 July 2026. Only registered students who have also
cleared the full fees balance will be allowed to take examinations. The full fees should
have been paid by 30 April 2026. Results publication is anticipated on 30 July 2026.
